	Allowed Oglethorpe to set up Savannah on Yamacraw Bluff
	Chief of the Yamacraw
	

	Mary Musgrove
	Peacemaker and Interpreter between Oglethorpe and Tomochchi
	Her dad was English and mom was Native
	

	Salzburgers 
	Helped develop religious community make significant contributions to the colony

	Escaped religious persecution in Salzburg (Germany, Austria). They were expelled for being Protestant. Oglethorpe allowed them to settle in Georgia (at Ebenezer)

	Highland Scots

	Helped defeat the Spanish at the Battle of Bloody March. Thwarted Spanish threat
	Fierce soldiers from Scotland recruited by Oglethorpe.
	

	Malcontents

	Their complaints led to certain rule changes in regards to slavery and strong drink.
	Paid their way to the colony. Being rich, they did not think they had to follow Trustees’ rules.
	

	John Reynolds

	Helped set up assembly for representation. Had to be replaced.
	1st Royal Governor – was ineffective

Thought that since he was naval officer he would make a good leader
	

	Henry Ellis

	Helped set up trade between Natives and Georgia colonists
	2nd Royal Governor – had to leave Georgia due to health concerns. It was said he walked under an umbrella & tied a thermometer around his neck
	

	James Wright

	The colonist felt most protected during his terms. Had the best relationship with (most) colonists
	3rd Royal Governor – Served the longest of all Royal Governors. Most-liked. Was eventually arrested by the Liberty Boys
